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“With Baby Boomers beginning to enter Social Security in 2008 and Medicare in 2011, the number of workers per retiree is plunging,” according to Jack M. Shapiro, an internationally-known healthcare marketing consultant, futurist, broadcast journalist and public speaker.  “Back in 1950, we had 7 workers per retiree.  Currently, we have less than 5, a drop of 34%.  By 2020, we’ll have only 3.5 workers per retiree, a further drop of 27%.

“By 2025, we will have fallen to less than 3 workers per retiree,” Shapiro adds.

“This will have profound implications for entitlement programs such as Social Security and Medicare, retirement age, whether we have to work during so-called retirement, taxation of those already working, and an almost desperate need for more immigration.  The workforce will continue to grow at a declining rate and actually begin to fall by 2020.  This will put even more pressure on the need for technology, including robotics,” Shapiro observes.   
He adds, “Look for retirement age to be pushed back to 70 or later and for taxes to potentially double in order to pay for entitlement programs.”
